With the help of many friends, our Gaines-
ville O�ce has moved. After more than 7 
years of serving the community from the 
Community Foundation o�ce complex on 
Oak Street, the Children�s Center for Hope 
& Healing�s 
main o�ce 
in Gainesville 
has moved to 
Main Street. 

The new space 
address is 226 Main 
Street SW which is 
located just o� the 
downtown square, 
across the street 
from the new park-
ing deck. On Main 
Street, this is beside 
the Sidney O. Smith 
Building and about 
two doors down 
from The Collegiate 
Grill.
The new o�ce, 
approximately 4,500
